Phil Wylie called the meeting to order. 
 
ACTION ITEMS 
 
Item 1: Approve minutes of November 23, 2004 Joint TAC/TCC meeting.

Presented by Phil Wylie.  Phil noted that there were a few typographical errors that 
needed to be corrected.   
 
Item 2: Approval of the 2005 Meeting Dates

Presented by Craig Hughes.  Craig advised the members that the schedule may need to be 
changed during the year to allow for Joint TAC and TCC meetings. 
 
 
Item 3: Recommend approval of the Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality 

(CMAQ) Funding Applications.  
Motion by: Bryan Fulbright moved to recommend approval of the 
CMAQ project requests.

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Presented by Phil Wylie.  Phil presented the CMAQ applications to the TCC for the 
2006-2012 TIP and the outline of proposed requests for the following 6 years.  Phil noted 
that some flexibility has been built into the proposal.  He stated that these projects 
included strategies included in the Early Action Compact.  Phil noted that one of the 
difficulties in preparing the applications was the need to quantify the anticipated benefits 
to air quality.  Phil explained to the group that the MPO was seeking funding for signal 
timing studies, transportation planning studies and participation in the Triad’s “Air 
Awareness” campaign.  Phil then requested Hanna Cockburn to list some of the projects 
that the RPO was considering as part of their request for CMAQ funding.  Hanna noted 
that the RPO was requesting funds for intersection improvements, bike and pedestrian 
facilities in Lexington and natural gas vehicles for Davidson County.   
 
There was some discussion about future project requests.  Craig Hughes explained that a 
request for a planning study of Turner Street/Liberty Drive for the City of Thomasville 
was included in the seven year plan for CMAQ funds.  Craig also noted that the funding 
amounts had been changed by NCDOT since the call for projects was first announced.  
The original amount for the HPMPO was around $5,700,000 and the state had reduced 
that to $4,600,000.  
 
 
INFORMATION ITEMS 
 
Item 4: Draft 2007-2013 MTIP Project Priority Needs List 
 
Presented by Phil Wylie.  Phil stated that the Draft Priority Needs List was available for 
comment at this time.  Phil informed the TCC that the list was the same as the prior 
Needs List and that it was good that the MPO remained consistent with its requests for 
projects.  He explained that we would be accepting public comments until February 11th.  
Craig Hughes thanked those TCC members who had helped in making the lists available 
to the public.  He stated that TAC approval would be requested at the February meeting.                
 
OTHER ITEMS 
 
Item 7: Division Engineer Report 
 
Division Seven 
No one from Division 7 was present. 
 
Division Eight 
 
Alison Whitesell reported that paving for Eden Terrace is complete and it will open to 
traffic in one week.    
 
Division Nine 
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Presented by David Spainhour. David reported that the ramps on US 311 and I-40 at 
Union Cross Road were in the process of being widened as part of the improvements 
necessary for the construction of the Dell facility.  David stated that it is anticipated that 
320 trucks per hour will be accessing the Dell site when the factory begins operation in 
the Fall of 2005.  David noted that Peace Street is due to be finished in July of 2005.  He 
concluded his report by stating the next section of NC 109, which is 3.5 miles in length, 
will begin construction soon. 
 
Lee Burnette noted that the Planning Directors in the municipalities surrounding the Dell 
site have been meeting to discuss the impacts of Dell and its spinoff businesses in the 
area and how to prepare for the growth in that part of the Triad.   
 
Item 8: PART Report 
 
Presented by Scott Rhine.  Scott stated that PART has been working on providing transit 
to the Dell site.  He informed the TCC that the travel demand model was moving towards 
completion.  Currently, the consultant is working on calibration and hopes to have the 
model completed by this Spring.  Scott noted that the PART Board had approved the 
PART work plan. 
 
Item 9: NCDOT Transportation Planning Branch Report 
 
Presented by Monica Kerr.  Monica stated that she is waiting for the Functional 
Classification Maps to come back from GIS.  She also reported that the Jamestown 
Bypass Traffic Forecast had been approved. 
  
Item 10: MPO Staff Report 
 
Presented by Craig Hughes.  Craig stated that he would be traveling to Raleigh to sign 
Concurrence Point #2 for the Jamestown Bypass later in the week.  He also noted that a 
meeting between NCDOT and residents impacted by the Jamestown Bypass would be 
held on January 19th to discuss the feasibility of Business 85 as an alternative to the 
preferred alternative.   
 
Craig stated that staff was in the process of preparing the 2005-2006 Draft Planning 
Work Program.  He informed the group that the Federal Highway Administration would 
be recertifying the MPO on January 27-28 and invited the TCC members to the public 
hearing scheduled for January 27th at 4:00 PM.  Craig also requested that TCC members 
submit requests for count locations in the next few months.
